Driving directions

From the South on M60

Take exit 26 Bredbury. Follow signposts to A6017, direction Denton. After 2 miles (where main road swings round to left), turn right at traffic lights into Two Trees
Lane. The hall is about half a mile along on the left.

From the North on M60

Take exit 24 on to roundabout and take M67. Take first exit on M67 (exit 1). Turn right at top of slip road (A6017) and follow road to Stockport for about 3/4 mile. At
traffic lights where Stockport road swings right, go straight (slightly left) in to Two Trees Lane. The hall is about half a mile along on the left.

From Central Manchester along A57

Follow A57 and go on to M67. Take first exit on M67 (exit 1). Turn right at top of slip road and follow road (A6017) to Stockport for about 3/4 mile. At traffic lights
where Stockport road swings right, go straight (slightly left) in to Two Trees Lane. The hall is about half a mile along on the left.

From East along M67

Take exit 2 and follow signposts to Denton. After Half a mile, turn left at major cross roads with traffic lights, signpost Stockport (A6017). After about half a mile, at
traffic lights where Stockport road swings right, go straight (slightly left) in to Two Trees Lane. The hall is about half a mile along on the left.
